Each new team
knows the story of why we hold hands. I'm sure Travis wants us to hold onto all
the good he has done in this world. His life has left a impact on all of us and that's
worth holding onto. He will be missed but his life can live on in many quiet ways,
even in the huddle of a small Catholic High School.
